+ Prior to Mareh 1, your district wil provide information about the College Credit Plus program to all students in
grades 7-12. An informational session will be held and all colleges and universities within a 30-mile radius wil
be invited to attend before March 30. If you cannot atiend, schedule an appointment with your
school counselor.

+ By April 1, notify your school counselor if you intend to participate in College Credit Plus next yea.
Atter April 1, you will need permission from the school district superintendent to partiipate.

+ You and your family should contact colleges for information, application forms, and criteria for
acceptance into College Credit Plus. Some materials are available from your high school counselor and at
the college’s website. You must go through the procedures established by the colleges/universities to apply
to College Credit Plus and to enrollin the course(s). You may have to take a college placement test fo make
sure you are college-ready.

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The College Credit Plus Program was created by the Ohio Legisiature to allow all students to enroll in a college
or university to earn dual high school and college aedit. The program is available to qualified public,
non-public and homeschooled students.

Through the College Credit Plus Program:

* Studants are aligible to enroll in classes during the fall and spring semestars

* Students must work with their high school guldance counselors to discuss specific high
school policies

* Students will receive both high school graduation credit and college credit

* Public high school student’s tuition will be paid directly out of the public school’s state funds

* Non-public and homeschooled students are subsidized by a specific sum of money set
aside by the Ohio General Assembly, and funds are awarded on a first-come, first-served basis

* Required textbooks, tuition and fees related to coursework are provided for both public and
non-public students

College Credit Plus is not intanded to be a substitute for the academic programs, social growth or matuning
expenence provided by Ohios public and private high schools. It s not intended to interfere with or replace
advanced placerment courses nor the high school's college preparatory curriculum available to students within
their school system.
